Second, through lent we have been spending more time with the Lord, listening to him speak personally to us through the words of Scripture.  

We, perhaps, have enjoyed the tradition of daily prayer.  

We need to keep it going the whole year round.

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DO YOU KNOW ?  Today’s Easter Sunday celebrations applies not only to the western calendar (Catholic and Protestant Churches), but also to the Eastern Orthodox Church. This is an unusual event since the two branches of Christianity have different methods for calculating the correct date for Easter. There are only a few years each century when the Easter dates match like this so Easter 2010 is likely to be seen as extra special.
