10 January 2010 - BAPTISM OF OUR LORD - Year C
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Today we read one of the most beautiful passages in Scripture: “He went about doing good and healing all those oppressed by the devil, for God was with him.” 
These words, taken from Acts (10: 38) are words with which Peter proclaims Jesus  Christ.

As we continue our journey in this New Year, we also need to take a few minutes to proclaim Christ in our own hearts, and more important, we need to live the words of Peter. Each of us is called by virtue of our own baptism to do good works and to bring healing love to those who are overburdened by evil.

Most important for each of us, if we really are to be followers of Jesus Christ, is the call to live in such a way so that “God is with us!”

“God was with him!” What a powerful revelation that Peter preached to the people of his time---believers in the early Church who were meeting at the home of Cornelius. Jesus is, indeed “God-filled.” He brought goodness and healing [image: image1.wmf]grace into our world. Because Jesus came among us, we are now able to share in divine love---to reach salvation through redemption.

We are reminded today that we also share in the “Baptism of the Lord,” and therefore are called to live lives connected to the presence of Jesus Christ. 

Our faith teaches us that at our baptism, Jesus comes and remains within us forever in spirit. This “Spirit of the Lord” should enliven us each and every day so that, indeed we go about “doing good things.” When we live the Presence of Jesus Christ, we do that which is good and further, we bring God’s healing grace to a world that is distressed by oppression and evil. Each of us is called today to do good things in the name of the Lord. We are called to impart the healing grace of the Lord who resides within our hearts and souls. It is when we do good things and when we share God’s healing graces, that we affirm the true presence of Jesus in our lives and allow the Light of Christ to shine through us to enlighten the world.

Let us go forth today firm in our faith in Jesus Christ. Let us do good things, let us be graced healers in our world, and let our actions proclaim loudly that God is with us!
