The Epiphany of Our Lord
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As one walks and drives through the city, one notices the ‘end’ of Christmas. We have been blessed, so far, with mild weather, but we succumb to the short days and long nights that seem to rob us of vitality and energy.

And yet, today we are brought back to the wonderful Spirit of Christmas---Christ is indeed present among us! 

Today we celebrate the feast of Epiphany. 

This is the great commemoration of the revelation of Jesus to humanity.

Epiphany is the great “shining-forth” of God to humanity, in human form, in the person of Jesus. Epiphany is the visit of the Magi---wise men from afar who remind the world that Jesus has arrived for all persons!

The foreigners present gifts to this baby---gold signifies that they recognize Jesus as the true and eternal king---frankincense signifies that they recognize that Jesus is divine, that is, heaven-sent and worthy of incense---myrrh signifies that Jesus is also

human and will suffer and die for the salvation of all.

As we come to the end of our celebration of the Christmas season, we experience epiphany. Each of us has shared in the reality of Jesus Christ present among us---Jesus who is God and man “Incarnated” into our midst. The Christmas story now

continues within each of us. This is our true epiphany---the Word is with us and we bring this Word to all whom we encounter. How can we not be changed, forever, by this revelation? God bless us in the year 2010. Let us share Christ this year,

without hesitation, with everyone we meet! And, let us do so with vitality and energy!
